	Democratic Period
A member of the public spoke against an application for three dwellings at East Mere Farm. She noted that there was already planning permission for four dwellings using the existing agricultural building under Class Q, but felt that the latest application for three larger hoses would be out of keeping. She stated that a number of objections did not appear to be on the MDDC planning portal. She asked that the council reconsidered its earlier comments. 

A member of the public updated the meeting regarding the Anaerobic Digester planned for Bycott Farm, which is in the parish of Halberton. He stressed the fact that all the traffic would pass through Tiverton. He stated that there had been some 160 objections to this proposal. He had met on site with the new Chief Executive of Devon County Council. He was surprised that highways had not objected to the proposal. He noted that this council would deal with this application at its next meeting.

	Additional Planning
Members discussed 

Whilst noting that there is already permission (22/01610/PNCOU) for the erection of four dwellings under Class Q that included a clause that did not permit the total demolition of the existing building. Tiverton Town Council is concerned that the proposed application for three larger dwellings goes outside of the Class Q qualifications. If the idea of Class Q is to permit conversions we question how a demolition of a building can be classified as a conversion. We would have thought that this becomes a rebuild.
Since the granting of the earlier planning application the Tiverton Neighbourhood Plan has come into operation, and there are concerns that if the application is not in compliance with Class Q then it would be a development outside the building settlement area, in an area with no amenities. Tiverton Town Council would not support that
